	1.
	To ensure timely approval, this application must be lodged a minimum of 2 working days prior to commencement of the work.

	2.
	No work can commence until a signed approval from MWPA has been received (in hard copy or via email) and any additional conditions/requirements have been accepted.

	3.
	You will advise the Duty Harbour Master of start and finish date and time.



	4.
	Any safety or environmental incidents, or damage, during works must be reported to the MWPA immediately. After hours please call (08) 9964 0510.  With regard to such incidents you are responsible to make good the site and any other affected areas to the satisfaction of the MWPA.

	5.
	All personnel accessing MWPA sites are required to have completed a MWPA induction. Within the secure zone individuals are also required to carry their own Maritime Security Identification Card (MSIC) at all times.  A visitor’s pass may be obtained but all visitors must be escorted, at all times, by a holder of a current MSIC.

	6.
	Any failure to gain approval for work, or failure to comply with MWPA’s Requirements of Contractors document or Permit Procedure may result in a penalty or permission to enter MWPA sites being withdrawn until all MWPA requirements are met.

	7.
	As outlined in Procedure “4.6 Working on, over or near water”, it is the responsibility of the Master of the vessel to ensure that the “R” flag is raised and lowered appropriately. Failure to comply will result in the Master of the vessel being contacted.

	8.
	Diving and/or work afloat activities CANNOT commence each day without first making contact with the Duty Pilot (08) 9964 0505 or Duty Wharf Supervisor (08) 9964 0510.

	9.
	This permit is to be held on site at all times during the works.

	10.
	Applicants are responsible for ensuring  they have a BHF Authority to Work Permit which can be obtained through the Operations Supervisor ops@midwestports.com.au or 0407 797 311 when working on or under Berths 4 or 5.  When working on or under Berth 7, authorisation must be provided by Karara Mining Limited.
